One of the major interests of this thesis lies in differences in behaviour and

perceptions of tourists by nationalities.  Initially, in Study 1, data from Japanese and US

Americans were compared.  It was relatively simple to categories their reactions to

other tourists by two groups; the same nationality or different nationalities.  Study 2

followed this categorisation and compared how Japanese see Japanese and American

tourists and how Americans see American and Japanese tourists.  

However, starting Study 3 and through Studies 4, 5, and 6, things are getting a

little complicated because the studies attempted to measure people’s reactions towards

the sight of other tourists.  To manipulate the nationality differences based on the visual

clues, physical appearances were needed to become signifiers.  Therefore, Japanese

are represented in Asian-looking appearances and Westerners, Caucasian-looking

appearances.  This is admittedly stereotypical categorisation and not representing the

whole population of the each group, especially for the Westerners.  Nevertheless,

some kind of grouping and categorization was needed and this thesis used the broad

idea of classification.  Table A.1 summarises the categorisation and terms used in this

thesis.

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To summarise, only gender was found to be a significant factor in photo

preference at five percent level when photos were categorised by number of people.

However, given the fact that a total of 56 tests were run, five percent level significance

difference value may have occurred by chance.  In fact there were no consistent

patterns of significant difference anywhere in these two tables.  Therefore, it is

concluded that no significance was found between encounter preference of

respondents and his/her demographic or other characteristics, such as gender, age,

travel arrangement, English familiarity and travel experience.
